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Greetings from the Attendance Office! As we have just passed our mid-year mark for this school year,
| would like to take this opportunity to clarify our attendance procedures here at CMS.

3 On the day of your student’s absence, please call the school at 257-4550, press |, and state the
reason for your child’s absence; failure to do so will result in an unexcused absence. If you con-
tact your child’s teachers or counselor, you still must notify the Attendance Office of the ab-
sence. If you are unable to call, please send a note with your child to bring to school upon their

return. Absences that have not been cleared within 5 school days are considered truancies.

3 The only excused absences that are recognized by the state are for illness, medical/dental ap-
pointments, bereavement leave and for religious observations. Absences for any other reason
will be marked as unexcused. Examples of an unexcused absence would be taking a “personal”

day or extending a school scheduled vacation.

R If your child is absent for 3 days or longer, you may contact the counselor and request that

work be gathered.

3 For absences 5 days or longer, an Independent Study can be set up through the Attendance
Office. We ask that you give the school at least a week’s notice so that the work may be col-

lected from the various teachers.

3 Per state mandates, letters are sent home to provide you with an updated account of your
child’s tardies and absences. These communications are not disciplinary in nature, but are sent
as informational items. You will receive these letters regardless if you have or have not

cleared your student’s absence.

Reminder from the School Nurse

Dear Parents of sixth graders’

Starting August 2012, all incoming seventh grade students will be required by state law to
have the T-Dap immunization. The T-Dap is an immunization that provides immunity against the disease called
Pertussis or Whooping Cough. Pertussis is a contagious disease that causes violent coughing fits that make it
hard to breathe. It spreads easily when someone with the disease coughs or sneezes. The symptoms can last for
months. Whooping cough is particularly dangerous for young babies. There is an epidemic of peruses in the
state of California.

Please take this time between January 2012 and next August to make sure your child receives this immu

nization prior to the start of school. There is an informative web site you may refer to that is provided by the
state department of public health. It is www.shotsforschool.org. If you do not have health insurance or medical
you may get low cost or no cost immunizations at the Sam Dixon Clinic in Val Verde 661-257-4008 or the
Northeast Valley Health Corp 661-287-1551 located by the Valencia Public Library.
